The criteria are not related to dating violence or domestic violence – but rather that the teen displays the qualities below, in general. These are the skills that support healthy relationships and encourage others to treat all people with respect.

To nominate, you must submit 2 sheets:

1) The nomination form below

2) A narrative – no more than one page – following the guidelines below, explaining why this teen deserves the award.  

Criteria for Nomination and Recognition: (at least 4 of the following)

1. Acts as a positive role model among peers

2. Demonstrates leadership abilities

3. Shows great respect for both boys and girls

4. Exhibits good decision-making and communication skills

5. Resolves conflicts non-violently

6. Demonstrates healthy relationship skills with peers, teachers and others

Narrative Guidelines:

· Specific examples of each criteria above

· Positive qualities of the student

· Strengths that promote positive leadership among peers

· How other teens view the nominee and why

· Why you think this teen should be chosen for recognition
